The political organisation of states

For centuries, states have been responsible for making major
political decisions. However, in recent years, international
organisations have become more significant. The EU is one of
the most important.

Can states fail?

When a state cannot perform its main
functions, it is called a failed state .
Failed states are unable to control
their territory, defend their citizens
and provide basic services.

Paramilitary groups, guerrillas and
organised crime networks often take
advantage of this power vacuum to
seize control of some or all state
functions.

What is a state?

A state has three elements...

A state is a form of political and administrative organisation
that governs an independent territory and has three basic
elements:

* The territory is the area over which the state has power. It is
separated from other states by borders , which establish the
territorial limits  of its sovereignty , within which its laws and
rules apply.

Borders are not just on land. States also have authority over
their subsoil, airspace, territorial sea and diplomatic
institutions abroad, in which the laws of the embassy's nation

State and government are different. The government is the
body responsible for administering the state's powers. It is

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Depending on whether or not a country shares its
powers with regional governments, a state can either
be centralised or it can be decentralised.

Centralised states

In centralised states, the territory is governed
by a central government. There are two
different models:

Centralised unitary states. All powers reside
in the central government. Few states are
organised this way. One example is the
Principality of Monaco.

Centralised states with a decentralised
government. While all powers reside in the
central institutions, they delegate some
functions to local and regional bodies. France
is an example.

Decentralised states

In decentralised states, the central government retains its
authority throughout the territory, although regional
governments have their own powers , as defined in the
constitution .

Regional institutions do not depend directly on the state's
central government. In fact, regional governments and
parliament members are elected by the people and have
their own legislative power.

These political entities, known as federal states, take different
names: states (in the USA, India and Brazil),lander in
Germany and cantons in Switzerland.

A state has a duty to look after the needs of its people
and the economy. It must also defend the territory.

The basic law in most democratic countries is the constitution. It is the basis for
all other laws. Most constitutions usually also contain the rights and duties of
citizenship.

Another basic characteristic of democracies is the separation of powers . This
ensures that the main institutions are not controlled by one person or group. The

A supranational organisation...

The European Union , or EU, is a supranational organisation
comprised of 27 European countries with a common economic
and political project, to which members transfer some
sovereignty.

This only affects those matters specified in the treaties
adopted by the member countries: Rome (1957), Maastricht
(1992), Schengen (1995) and Lisbon (2009). They define the
objectives, rules and functioning of EU institutions.

Member states are represented in these institutions in order to
promote, with one voice, the general interest of the EU. States
also have representative bodies to defend national interests.

The European Union's main objective is to promote the peace
and wellbeing of its citizens and ensure common rights. It has
the following aims:

« To promote balanced and environmentally-friendly economic
and social progress by creating an area of free movement or
single market, a single currency (euro) and specific economic
policies.

 To establish laws and rules that encourage scientific and
technological advancement and eradicate social inequality .

- To formulate its own international policy that provides
solutions to international problems and aid to non-EU
countries.

- To implement a form of European citizenship that recognises
the rights and duties.of all EU citizens and facilitates the
political union of the states.

The inhabitants of the EU hold European citizenship , which
complements their national citizenship. It allows them to move,
work and study in all member states. They can also receive
medical care in any EU country.

It also gives them a vote in European Parliament elections and
the municipal elections of their place of residence, as well as
the right to petition the European Parliament and the EU
Ombudsman. Lastly, citizenship ensures respect for the human
rights included in the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the
European Union.

HOW DOES THE EUROPEAN UNION WORK?

The European Union's institutions are responsible for the
functioning of the EU and making decisions that affect all
member states. These institutions have headquarters in
various cities: Brussels, Strasbourg, Frankfurt and
Luxembourg.

Three main institutions are involved in EU legislation:

The European Parliament , which represents and is
elected by EU citizens.
The Council of the European Union , which represents
member state governments.
The European Commission , which represents EU
interests as a whole.

These institutions develop policies and laws that are

applied throughout the EU: the Commission proposes
new laws, and the Parliament and Council adopt them.

The Commission and member states apply this legislation,
and the Commission ensures compliance.

of the war (February 1917)?

The war affected all the countries involved but had
profound consequences for the Russian Empire. It led to the
most momentous revolution of the 20 ™ century.

A backward and autocratic empire...

In the early 20™ century, the Russian Empire was ruled by
Tsar Nicholas Il. TheTsar had absolute power : he ruled by
decree, was not subject to any constitution and did not
have to answer to a parliament. This autocratic regime
was supported by a loyal bureaucracy, a powerful army
and the Orthodox Church, which influenced traditional
Russian society.

In 1905, a revolution broke out against tsarist oppression
and social injustices, demanding basic improvements in
the living conditions of the population.

After the revolution, Nicholas Il agreed to hold elections
to the parliament ( Duma) by universal suffrage and to
promote agrarian reform. However, he did not keep his
promises. A few years later, the Tsar closed the Duma and
returned to autocratic rule.

Russia entered the First World War in 1914, but it was not
prepared for it. Most of the factories were transformed into
war industries, and the recruitment of peasants reduced
agricultural production.

Lack of basic necessities drove prices up, and the
purchasing power of workers decreased. Scarcity and famine
spread among the population.

In addition, there were military defeats and high casualties
among soldiers . The Russian army was poorly equipped,
poorly armed and poorly led. Discontent with the high cost of
living was joined by discontent with what was happening on
the front. All this made Tsar Nicholas Il very unpopular.

In the middle of the war, the opposition saw an opportunity
to end the regime and seize power. Protests erupted
throughout the empire demanding Russia's withdrawal from
the war, food provisions and an end to tsarism.

On 23 February 1917, there was a big demonstration in
Petrograd (present-day St. Petersburg) to protest against
bread rationing. This was followed by a general strike
riots in the barracks.

The Tsar abdicated and a republic was procla . It was
headed by a provisional government, whic omised to hold
constituent elections to make Russia a par
democracy.

In early 1918, supporters of Tsarism (landowners and members of
the army) and of liberal democracy (bourgeoisie) took up arms
against the Soviet government.

With the help of the French, British, Japanese and American
troops, the White Army confronted the Bolshevik Red Army, led
by Trotsky.

The civil war lasted three years and brought great misery to the

population, who suffered food shortages and a high number of
casualties. In the summer of 1918, the Tsar and his family were
executed by the Bolsheviks, while counter-revolutionary forces
made an unsuccessful attempt on Lenin's life.

In 1921, the Red Army won the war. The conflict led to the

hardening of the Soviet regime.

Casualties of the First World War

A high human and economic cost...
The First World War had a high human cost. Almost 10

million people died, mainly Germans, French and Russians.

It also left a lot injured or wounded. The conflict left the
warring nations impoverished and partially destroyed.

The war meant the loss of European economic
hegemony. European industry reduced in size by 40%, and
agriculture by 30%. The states were completely indebted
due to war loans. The United States was the great
beneficiary of the war, and its economy became the most
powerful in the world. Japan also benefitted.
